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Cooperatives in Nepal:

Nepal has a long-standing history of
informal community based cooperatives.
The Department of Cooperatives (DOC)
was established in 1953 under the
Ministry of Agriculture for Planning and
Development.

The first formal credit cooperative in
Nepal started in 1956 by the Government
of Nepal as a pilot project.

Beginning in the 1980's a new generation
of community based savings and credit
groups began to emerge in Nepal. By this
time the Savings and Credit movement
had spread throughout the country and
the need for an apex coordinating body
was evident. In August 16, 1988, the
National Federation of Savings and Credit
Groups (NAFSCUN) was formed. This
name was subsequently changed to the
Nepal Federation of Savings & Credit
Cooperative Unions Ltd. (NEFSCUN)
after officially registration on 14 Sept 1993
at cooperative department.

The Cooperative Act of 1992 permitted
the establishment of a three-tier system:

The primary society level cooperative
organization shall be formed by a
minimum twenty-five like-minded
community people with the approval
of the Department of Cooperatives.

The District Union is the second tier
federation of primary cooperatives.

According to the CooperativeAct, five
or more single purpose primary
cooperatives of the same district shall
form one district union with the
approval of the District Cooperative
Office/ Department of Co-operatives.

The Central Federation is the national
organization for single purpose
cooperatives.

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Inter-Lending:

Making financially strong.

CFFI, Central Financing Facility cum Interlending
Program is started in 1996, with the technical
support of ACCU and financial support of CCA to
fulfill the need of saving and credit management
to member SACCOS. It is now one of the major
services of NEFSCUN, providing financial
services to its affiliates. NEFSCUN has been
offering different types of savings and loan
products as financial bridge.
In this program, members SACCOS get the
facility of depositing their liquidity and take loans
for purchasing fixed assets, schemed investment, maintain liquidity etc.

To increase member's capacity on investment
To get trust among members
To balance the finance of SACCOS
To reduce financial risk

To contribute economical, social and institutional development

Members share capital on CFFI program, different types of saving product and capital
grants from different donors are the major source of CFFI. As per need of member
SACCOs, NEFSCUN can also mobilize the reserve funds.

Branding for quality service

Creating SACCOS difference, ACCESS (A1 Competitive Choice for Excellent in Service
and Soundness is a newly introduced program byACCU to make SACCOS in competitive
position through financial, members, internal business and learning & growth perspective
with the examination of 86 well defined & verifiable indicators. ACCESS Branding is the
business tool for the SACCOS where SACCOS intensively pay their attention to explore
healthy & sound business and is a critical to successful growth strategy.

In 2008, 7 SACCOS: Janasachetan, Samudayik, Bindhabasini, Budol Samudayik,
Upakar, Barahi and Siddhiganesh from 3 districts are involved in ACCESS Branding
program. NEFSCUN as National Federation, SACCOS are getting required technical
support in all areas (management, policy development, training & education). For this,
SACCOS having more than 100 million of total assets pay 150 thousand Rs and 100
thousand Rs. for less than 100 million of total assets including ACCESS Branding audit.
The brand is annual renewable and is declared by ACCU after the recommendation of
NEFSCUN.

These SACCOS received orientation on ACCESS by ACCU resource person, prepared
self-assessmenta and workplan. NEFSCUN conducted initial diagnosis, made
recommendation to develop policies and procedures.
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Micro Finance :

Reaching out to the poor.

Women Empowerment and Credit Union Micro Finance and strengthening Business
Development Services to SACCOS Members started operation from august 2001 in two
district of Nepal, Chitwan and Nawalparasi with the special focus to support the rural
entrepreneur on creation of income generating activities as a way to overcome their
poverty.

To cover e-poor groups.
To encourage saving habit.
To facilitate the formation of self help groups.
To provide enterprenural skills and training.
To build capacity and empowerment.
To support the e-poor with networking and linkage.

Business Development Centre in Chitwan,
assisting microfinance members, has been
seen as an initiative, which supports small
business entrepreneurs who are part of
program. Currently we have worked with 28
SACCOS and selling the products of other
organization as well. The BDC mission is to
support micro-entrepreneurs, exclusively
women, in identifying products for them to
produce, offering needed technical training
and support in sales and marketing of products. The BDC has a small shop where it
carries and sells members' products to the local market. In 2009, however the BDC will be
reformed and services will focus on market linkage instead of sales by BDC. Agriterra is
financially supporting micro-finance and its business development services.

We have reached 98 SACCOS from 14 districts, more than 30000 members have been
involved into cooperatives and about 50 million NRs savings collected.

From 2008/09ACCU supported to expand the program upto 50 additional SACCOS in 8
districts . Minimum 5000 new microfinance members will be covered by this program..

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CUDDC :

Strengthening Directors' Competence

Credit Union Directors' Competency Course (CUDCC) is very useful tool for all directors.
Directors who lack experience and ability can lessen the time needed to gain the pertinent
knowledge and skills for being an effective director by completing the CUDCC. And
experienced directors, who certainly can use improvement in some areas, can accurately
pinpoint weaknesses to address. Whether the board is new or a veteran, they will find
something in this course to enrich their contributions to the credit union. That, in turn, will
increase the satisfaction they will gain from the service to the credit union. This module
helps the learner to round out the board of directors and ensure they are fully functioning
for the credit union.

For competitive board of directors, staffs and products, ACCU has developed a course;
CUDCC and have been conducting for three years. As ACCU CEO presented, more than
700 directors and 353 managers have completed this competency course fromAsia.

In 2008, NEFSCUN got the opportunity to
conduct the training in Nepal with the technical
assistance from ACCU. The training enabled
NEFSCUN Board of directors and senior staffs
to study the market situation, existing products,
lead ing s t ra teg ies , human resource
management, competencies and self/cross
evaluation of their performance.

NEFSCUN has the plan of expanding this course
to its member organization with regional basis

and expects more than 48 credit union directors and manager will benefit through this
course.

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Extending partnership :

Integration of youths and women

The main institutions providing financial services in the rural areas of Nepal are
community-based Savings and Credit Cooperatives (SACCOS), even in the period of
conflict, they could operate the constraint challenging their ability to deliver long-term,
need-based financial services to their members is their lack of capacity at management
and Board level. Some DUs are newly-formed and are to this date weaker than primary-
level SACCOS, which negatively impacts the effectiveness and sustainability of the work
at both levels.

Statistics support that participation of women and men at SACCOS in Nepal is almost
equal and it is also important to note that women are historically wise users of credit.
However, women are currently underrepresented in leadership roles, having personal
access to loans, and receiving training and education opportunities. Likewise, the
participation of youth in SACCOS is quite low, which could lead to a leadership and
management crisis in the future. Unless we become successful in integrating youth in
Credit Unions, it is hard to make them sustainable. This project aims to integrate youth in
Savings & Credit activities and to provide opportunities to them in the decision making
process.

Through educational campaigns, regional workshops and meetings a policy
development on youth and women integration in Credit Unions is under the plan of
NEFSCUN and it will emphasize on major issues like youth & women's empowerment,
participation, leadership, training & education, financial solution etc.

In 2008, a start was made with the program of integration of youths and women. The
following are the achievements :

1)Amendment of NEFSCUN Bylaw with the provision of 4 women representation
in Board including Vice chairperson and 1 atASC committee.
2) Regional workshop on gender and development in the SACCOS of Nepal was
conducted in Kathmandu
3) National workshop on women empowerment in SACCOS was organized in
Makawanpur.
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Stationery/Software Support :

Unifying cooperative accounting

NEFSCUN sells business forms and stationery to member SACCOS, non member
SACCOS, NGOs, INGOS and individuals. NEFSCUN uses its size to make bulk
purchases from the printers at a competitive price. The stationary product line consists of
business forms and stationary for SACCOS to use for transactions with individual
customers. NEFSCUN member SACCOS and District Unions receive a 20% discount on
stationary products.

NEFSCUN endeavors to be responsive to its customer's needs. As such purchasers are
requested to provide feedback when making purchases. NEFSCUN complies the
feedback and reviews its marketing plan on at least a quarterly basis.

NEFSCUN distributes stationary products from both its Central Office in Kathmandu, its
Eastern Field Office in Itahari, Western Field Office in Banke and BDC in Chitwan.

At the end of FY2064/65, sales reached Rs. 38,29832.00 the profit from these sales was
utilized as an internal revenue of NEFSCUN.

For the need of accurate and transparent accounting
of cooperatives, NEFSCUN has developed complete
computerized cooperative system NEFSCUN
Cooperatives System (NECOS).

The innovative product of NEFSCUN was developed
to meet all the requirements of cooperative
accounting and reporting in Nepali Language
targeting rural Nepalese users.

The software has better facility of membership
management, financial management, staff payroll, reporting, reporting and financial
closing report with PEARLS monitoring.

NEFSCUN has the plan of mass selling it into rural community of Nepal as sharing the
technology.

Technically, it was developed by Professional Computer System, Lalitpur with the design
of NEFSCUN and the financial support of Canadian CooperativeAssociation (CCA).

In 2008, additional 8 SACCOS received users training and 25 NECOS software have
been installed into the SACCOS system.

NEFSCUN Co-operative System (NECOS)
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Training & Education :

Making members professional

NEFSCUN is committed for making
members professional. Excellent
service providing members are the
sustainability of NEFSCUN itself.
From the time of NEFSCUN
inception, it has been providing
various capacity building training to
make SACCOS better destination of
financial solution of the community,
which has been taken as ongoing
education for the members.

NEFSCUN offers demand based training and education as cooperative management and
leadership development training, in-house training, PEARLS monitoring training,
strategic/business planning training, cooperative governance training, financial
management, training for ASC, delinquency management, CUDCC/CUMCC
(SACCOSDCC/SACCOSMCC) etc. More than 700 individuals have been benefitted
from these training in 2008.

Members are sharing experiences with Bangladesh as international mutual exposure
program since 2004.
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Mutual Aid Services:

Securing members' future

Early 2004 some SACCOS expressed the need for a cooperative security system that
could help to diminish financial risks of members in case of death. SACCOS realized that
setting up such a system on their own was not possible and requested NEFSCUN to
develop such a system Recognizing this need NEFSCUN Mutual Aid Services started
operations January 1st, 2005 with 13 participating SACCOS. During the first year of
existence it was found the developed products were not suitable. In 2007 a completely
redesigned product was introduced, a pure death risk cover which was provided to eight
SACCOS. During 2007 it was found that members still did not found the product offered to
be meeting their needs fully and NEFSCUN started development of a combined product
also known as Cooperative Security Policy (CSP). According to the wishes of members
this product includes a death risk cover and an endowment provision after the covered
period of ten years.

We aim to provide micro-mutual aid services to those SACCOS individual members those
who have no or limited access to mainstream insurance providers or those who cannot
afford mainstream insurance products.

The Cooperative Security Policy was developed and a business plan was written and
approved by NEFSCUN board. After having shared the product and having received
feedback from eight SACCOS on the product and promotion materials like brochures and
posters. CSP orientations were provided, starting from July 2008, in the following
districts; Sunsari, Morang, Dolakha, Chitwan, Kavre, Dhading and Gorkha. Leaders (BoD
members) and staff from over 100 SACCOS participated, in these orientations. To this
date 23 SACCOS have signed the Memorandum of Cooperation (MOC) and many
expressed interest in providing Mutual Aid Services and in particular CSP to their
members. The first CSP policies were sold from Kartik 1, 2065 (October 17th, 2008), 163
Members from the eight SACCOS took a CSP cover. NEFSCUN continued to provide the
pure death risk policy in 2008 and over 1.400
members from nine SACCOS were covered by
this Mutual Aid product. In the course of 2008 we
were able to settle six claims and through that
provide some financial relief to dependent family
members.

Agriterra and MIAN (Micro Insurance Association
the Netherlands ) provide technical as well as
financial support to MutualAid Services.
